WINE) IS BIG, RICH AND LUSCIOUS WITH GREAT FINESSE AND BALANCE. ‘BLANCHOT' IS THE MOST DELICATE AND AROMATIC
GRAND CRU. VALMUR’ IS VERY SIMILAR TO ‘CLOS’ IN POWER, BUT HAS THE PERFUME LIKE ‘BLANCHOT'. ‘MONTEE DE TONNERRE’ IS
CONSIDERED THE BEST PREMIER CRU. THE BEST PRODUCERS ARE RAVENEAU, LOUIS MICHEL AND DAUVISSAT.

PIERRE-YVES COLIN IS THE ELDEST SON OF MARC COLIN. AFTER ATTENDING SCHOOL IN SAINT-AUBIN AND CHAGNY, HE STUDIED
OENOLOGY IN BEAUNE AND THE JURA. THEN FOLLOWED WINEMAKING STINTS IN SANCERRE, HERMITAGE, SAINT-CHINIAN,
CALIFORNIA AND AUSTRALIA, BEFORE HE RETURNED TO DOMAINE MARC COLIN IN SAINT-AUBIN, WHERE HE WAS RESPONSIBLE
FOR THE WINEMAKING FROM 1995 UNTIL 2005.

IN 2001, HE STARTED HIS NEGOCIANT OPERATION WITH HIS WIFE, CAROLINE MOREY, THE DAUGHTER OF ANOTHER PROMINENT
BURGUNDIAN, JEAN-MARC MOREY. HE INITIALLY BEGAN AS A MICRO-NEGOCIANT (MAKING JUST 6 BARRELS IN 2001) FOCUSING
ON TINY QUANTITIES OF THE FINEST WINES THAT HE COULD BUY. WITH THE HELP OF CAROLINE’S FAMILY HOLDINGS, HE HAS
CURRENTLY GROWN TO 70% PLOTS THAT HE OWNS AND 30% GRAPES HE PURCHASES. HIS HOLDINGS ARE LARGELY IN
CHASSAGNE-MONTRACHET (WHERE THE DOMAINE IS LOCATED) BUT HE ALSO PRODUCES MULTIPLE BOTTLINGS OF MEURSAULT,
ST. AUBIN, AND PULIGNY-MONTRACHET.

PIERRE-YVES HAS RAPRPIDLY BECOME A STAR IN COTE DE BEAUNE AND IS NOW CONSIDERED ONE OF THE PRE-EMINENT YOUNG
PRODUCERS OF WHITE BURGUNDY. HIS CHOICE TO USE LARGER DEMI-MUID BARRELS AND ESCHEW THE USE OF BATTONNAGE,
MAKES EACH ONE OF HIS BOTTLINGS A CLEAR EXPRESSION OF ITS TERROIR AND A STUDY IN MINERAL-DRIVEN CHARDONNAY.

‘CHARMES’ AND SOME OF THE STEELINESS OF ‘PERRIERES’. THE BEST PRODUCERS ARE COMTES LAFON, COCHE-DURY, MATROT,

ALIGOTE IS REGULARLY DISMISSED IN BURGUNDY AS THE INFERIOR COUSIN TO CHARDONNAY. ALL TOO OFTEN, IT LIVES UP TO IT'S
REPUTATION BY PRODUCING THIN AND ACIDIC WINES LACKING ANY DEPTH OR COMPLEXITY. THESE WINES COME FROM POOR
GENETIC VINE SELECTION AND AS A RESULT OF THIS LACK OF CARE, HAS BEEN RELEGATED TO THE FLAT DEEP SOILS OF
BURGUNDY’S HINTERLANDS TO DIE IN OBSCURITY OR IN THE CLASSIC KIR APERITIF. TO MAKE MATTERS WORSE, THE CLONE
ALIGOTE VERT HAS BEEN THE VERSION PROPAGATED IN NEWER PLANTINGS DUE TO ITS ABILITY TO ENDURE A MARGINAL CLIMATE
AND PRODUCE PROLIFIC AMOUNTS OF HEALTHY FRUIT. FORTUNATELY, IN THE TOWN OF BOUZERON WITHIN THE COTE
CHALONNAISE, ALIGOTE'S ROOTS IN QUALITY HAVE NOT BEEN FORGOTTEN. AN ANCIENT CLONE KNOWN AS ALIGOTE DORE HAS
EMERGED AND IS REMINDING THE WORLD WHY THIS GRAPE HAS A PLACE AMONGST BURGUNDIES MOST NOBLE GRAPES; PINOT
NOIR AND CHARDONNAY. FURTHER NORTH IN THE COTE D’OR, INSPIRED VIGNERONS ARE REVIVING TIRED OLD VINES BY
REPLANTING AND ISOLATING THESE ANCIENT VINES TO PRODUCE ALIGOTE WITH TRUE DEPTH, TEXTURE, AND TERROIR. IN
COOLER SITES, IT EXPRESSES ITSELF LIKE LIQUID STONE. WHEN PLANTED IN WARMER VINEYARDS AND GIVEN THE SAME
ATTENTION AS THE CHARDONNAY IT WAS ONCE INTERPLANTED WITH, TRULY ASTOUNDING WHITE BURGUNDY IS MADE WITH
RICHNESS COUNTER-BALANCED BY FRESH ACIDITY.

PRODUCERS INCLUDE DENIS MORTET, AND CLAUDE DUGAT. WHILE THESE YOUNG PRODUCERS HAVE TAKEN A MODERN STEP IN
WINEMAKING, THE OLD-TIMERS HAVE ALSO LEARNED TO KEEP PACE. PRODUCERS LIKE DOMAINE ARMAND ROUSSEAU AND
JOSEPH ROTY (MAKING WINE SINCE 1710) RECENTLY HAVE BEEN PRODUCING SOME OF THE MOST INTERESTING AND LONG-LIVED
WINES FROM THEIR PRIME VINEYARDS.

DOMAINE DUJAC

NOT LONG AFTER PURCHASING VINEYARDS IN THE LATE 1960S AND RELEASING HIS FIRST WINES IN THE EARLY 1970'S, JACQUES
SEYSSES BECAME AN INTERNATIONAL ICON. HIS ABILITY TO COAX THE UTMOST FLAVOR AND TEXTURE FROM HIS GRAPES SET
HIM APART FROM HIS BURGUNDIAN BRETHREN. JACQUES RESPECT FOR THE TERROIR OF THE COTE D’OR IS STILL ON DISPLAY IN
HIS VITICULTURAL PRACTICES AND INNOVATIVE WINEMAKING METHODS. DUJAC WINES ARE MORE THAN JUST VARIETALLY
CORRECT - THEY ARE INTIMATE TRAVELOGUES OF SOME OF THE MOST CELEBRATED SITES ON EARTH.

LOUIS SEYSSES, BISCUIT MANUFACTURER AND GASTRONOME, HAD A TASTE FOR GOOD FOOD AND FINE WINES. SO DID HIS SON
JACQUES WHO DECIDED IN HIS MID-TWENTIES TO LEAVE HIS DREARY JOB IN THE BANKING INDUSTRY TO PURSUE THE EXCITING
LIFE OF A WINEMAKER.

JACQUES BEGAN HIS NEW CAREER AUSPICIOUSLY ENOUGH AS AN APPRENTICE TO GERARD POTEL AT DOMAINE DE LA POUSSE
D’OR. TWO HARVESTS THERE TAUGHT HIM THE ESSENTIALS OF HIS CRAFT AND INTRODUCED HIM TO SOME OF BURGUNDY'S
MOST REVERED WINEMAKERS. IN 1967, HE PURCHASED DOMAINE GRAILLET AND RENAMED IT DOMAINE DUJAC. TRYING TO BLEND
WHAT HE ADMIRED IN TRADITIONAL WINEMAKING WITH MODERN TECHNIQUES, JACQUES DEVELOPED HIS OWN PROPRIETARY
PROTOCOL THAT WAS CONSIDERED REVOLUTIONARY AT THE TIME. IN THE VINEYARD JACQUES’ GOAL WAS TO MAXIMIZE THE
UNIQUE TERROIR OF EACH SITE. IN THE WINERY JACQUES EXPLORED INNOVATIVE METHODS TO PRESERVE THE EXCEPTIONAL
FRUIT HIS VINEYARDS HAD BEGUN TO PRODUCE.

DUJAC’S WINES DID NOT GO UNNOTICED FOR LONG. IN 1974, THEY WERE DISCOVERED BY GAULT & MILLAU AND SOON BEGAN
GRACING WINE LISTS IN THE TONIEST STARRED RESTAURANTS THROUGHOUT FRANCE. AS DUJAC’S HOLDINGS EXPANDED (FROM
5 HECTARES IN 1968 TO NEARLY 12 HECTARES TODAY), JACQUES, ALONG WITH HIS WIFE ROSALIND, LOOKED BEYOND LOCAL
MARKETS AND BEGAN EXPORTING NEARLY 80% OF THEIR PRODUCTION TO 18 COUNTRIES AROUND THE WORLD.

SINCE 1986, IN KEEPING WITH JACQUES DESIRE TO PROTECT TERROIR AND IMPROVE QUALITY, DOMAINE DUJAC HAS BEEN IN
LUTTE INTEGER, A VITICULTURAL REGIME THAT COMBINES PRACTICES FROM ORGANIC FARMING AND BIODYNAMICS. THIS
PHILOSOPHY OF PLANNED MINIMAL INTERVENTION ALLOWS EACH VINEYARD TO PRODUCE THE FINEST FRUIT POSSIBLE
(VARIETALLY ACCURATE AND SITE SPECIFIC) WHILE PRESERVING ORGANIC BALANCE AND THE INTEGRITY OF THE LAND.

TODAY, THE ESTATE HAS TRANSITIONED FROM ONE GENERATION TO THE NEXT. SON JEREMY HAS TAKEN OVER DIRECTING
WINEMAKING AND MARKETING; DIANA SNOWDEN, JEREMY'S WIFE AND A U. C. DAVIS GRADUATE IN ENOLOGY, HAS TAKEN OVER
CELLAR MANAGEMENT; AND SON ALEC, IS ASSUMING MANY OF HIS FATHER'S ADMINISTRATIVE DUTIES. THE INFUSION OF NEW
BLOOD HAS PROVED A BOON, ALLOWING THIS REMARKABLE ESTATE TO MAINTAIN ITS POSITION AS ONE OF BURGUNDY'S MOST
ELITE PRODUCERS.

GEVREY-CHAMBERTIN, INCLUDE CLOS DE LA ROCHE, CLOS ST.-DENIS, CLOS DES LAMBRAYS AND CLOS DE TART. FINE WINES FROM
DOMAINE DUJAC, HUBERT LIGNIER, AND CHRISTOPHE ROUMIER ARE GIVING MOREY THE RECOGNITION IT HAS LONG MERITED.

A FINE RED MUSIGNY “IS A COMBINATION OF SEDUCTIVE POWER AND UNREPENTANT ARISTOCRACY WITH AN EXTRAORDINARY
SPECTRUM OF AROMAS...CRUSHED STRAWBERRIES AND LIQUORICE.” FULLY MATURE AFTER 10-15 YEARS, IT IS OFTEN THE
QUINTESSENCE OF FINESSE, AND--FROM A GREAT VINTAGE--AN UNFORGETTABLE EXPERIENCE. BONNES-MARES IS CONSIDERED
THE STEPBROTHER OF MUSIGNY; IT IS OFTEN STURDIER AND LESS GRACEFUL THAN MUSIGNY. THE TOP PRODUCERS ARE COMTE
GEORGES DE VOGUE, DOMAINE DUJAC, CHRISTOPHE ROUMIER, LEROY, JACQUES-FREDERIC MUGNIER, AND GHISLAINE BARTHOD.

WITHIN THE WORLD OF WINE, DOMAINE ROMANEE-CONTI, OFTEN REFERRED TO AS DRC OR SIMPLY "THE DOMAINE," IS
CONSIDERED TO NOT ONLY BE ONE OF THE BEST DOMAINES IN BURGUNDY, BUT ONE OF THE BEST WINE PRODUCERS IN THE
WORLD. WITH PRICE POINTS UPON RELEASE THAT EQUATES TO THE COST OF A NEW CAR, MANY FIND DRC TO BE THE WINE THAT
REPRESENTS THE PINNACLE OF TERROIR AND WINEMAKING, MAKING IT A WINE CONNOTATIVE WITH SUCCESS AND CELEBRATION.

DRC HAS AN EXTENSIVE HISTORY WITHIN BURGUNDY AND OVER TIME HAS AMASSED SOME OF THE MOST PRIZED GRAND CRU
VINEYARDS IN VOSNE-ROMANEE - THE CROWN JEWEL OF THE COTE. LIKE MANY BURGUNDIAN DOMAINES, ROMANEE-CONTI'S
HISTORY BEGAN WITH CHURCH OWNERSHIP, THEN WAS PASSED THROUGH A MULTITUDE OF PRIVATE FAMILY AND STATE
ACQUISITIONS OVER HUNDREDS OF YEARS. THE DOMAINE BEGAN TO FORM INTO ITS GLORY ONCE THE DESCENDANTS OF THE
DUVAULT-BLOCHET FAMILY — COUSINS JACQUES CHAMBON AND MARIE-DOMINIQUE GAUDIN DE VILLAINE ASSUMED CONTROL IN
1912. HOWEVER, CHAMBON SOLD TO HENRI LEROY IN 1942. AT THIS TIME HENRI LEROY AND EDMOND GAUDIN DE VILLAINE
FOUNDED THE SOCIETE CIVILE DU DOMAINE DE LA ROMANEE-CONTI TO ENSURE THE DOMAINE WOULD NEVER SPLIT UP AGAIN.
FAST FORWARD TO 1974 WHEN AUBERT DE VILLAINE AND LALOU BIZE-LEROY TAKE CONTROL OF THE DOMAINE, THE DRC AS WE
KNOW TODAY IS BORN; BIODYNAMIC FARMING, MODERNIZATION IN THE WINERY, AS WELL AS SUPREME LEADERSHIP AND
WINEMAKING. IN 1992, LALOU’S NEPHEW HENRY-FREDEIC ROCH REPLACED HER DUE TO A CONFLICT OF INTEREST AND DRC TOOK
ITS FINAL STEP TOWARDS ITS CONTEMPORARY DOMAINE REGIME.

THE DOMAINE IS RENOWNED FOR THEIR MONOPOLE GRAND CRU VINEYARDS; ROMANEE-CONTI AND LA TACHE. IN ADDITION, THEY
ALSO WORK WITH THE GRAND CRUS: ROMANEE-ST-VIVANT, ECHEZEAUX, GRANDS ECHEZEAUX, CORTON, AND THE END ALL BE
ALL FOR WHITE BURGUNDY - MONTRACHET. THEY ALSO, ON OCCASION, MAKE A PREMIER CRU NAMED CUVEE DUVAULT-BLOCHET
IN HONOR OF THEIR FAMILY LINEAGE. DRC IS THE ACRONYM THAT RESONATES LOUDER THAN ANY 3 LETTERS IN THE WINE
WORLD. TO EXPERIENCE THIS LEGENDARY WINE IS A RARE LUXURY. THROUGH OUR RELATIONSHIP WITH THE AMERICAN
IMPORTER, WILSON-DANIELS, AND BURGUNDY COLLECTOR WILFRED JAEGER WE HAVE CURATED AN EXTRAORDINARY
COLLECTION OF DRC FOR YOUR ENJOYMENT.

AS OPULENT, SILKY, AND SATINY. VOSNE'S GRAND CRUS ARE CAPABLE OF PRODUCING QUINTESSENTIAL BURGUNDIES WITH
AMAZING DEPTH AND REFINEMENT. THE GRAND CRUS RANGE FROM ROMANEE ST.-VIVANT, THE LIGHTEST IN BODY BUT VERY
AROMATIC, TO RICHEBOURG, THE MOST MASSIVE AND RICH. DOMAIN DE LA ROMANEE-CONTI OWNS THE VINEYARDS OF LA

TACHE, ROMANEE-CONTI, AND PARTS OF ECHEZEAUX, GRAND ECHEZEAUX, ROMANEE ST.-VIVANT, AND RICHEBOURG. THESE ARE
CONSIDERED TO BE SOME OF THE MOST LONG-LIVED WINES IN BURGUNDY. EVEN THOUGH MOST OF THESE GRAND CRU
VINEYARDS ARE FAIRLY CLOSE TO EACH OTHER, THE FLAVOR PROFILES VARY WIDELY. AMONGST THE BEST PRODUCERS ARE
DOMAIN DE LA ROMANEE-CONTI, HENRI JAYER, DOMAINE LEROY, SYLVAIN CATHIARD, ANNE GROS, EMMANUEL ROUGET, AND JEAN
GRIVOT.

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DOMAINE DE MONTILLE

THE FAMILY'S ORIGINS CAN BE TRACED BACK TO THE MIDDLE OF THE 17TH CENTURY AT CREANCEY IN THE AUXOIS REGION, WITH
THE LORDS OF COMMEAU. THEN COMES THE 18TH CENTURY. 'THE DOMAINE PRE-DATES THE REVOLUTION; IT WAS CREATED IN
THE 1750'S, STATES HUBERT DE MONTILLE. IT WAS RE-NAMED DE MONTILLE AFTER THE UNION OF MARIE ELEONORE CHAUVELOT
DE CHEVANNES AND ETIENNE JOSEPH MARIE LEONCE BIZOUARD DE MONTILLE, THE GRANDFATHER OF HUBERT, ON APRIL 9,
1863. MONTILLE' AS HE WAS KNOWN AT THE TIME, DIVIDED HIS TIME BETWEEN THE DOMAINES IN VOLNAY AND CREANCEY AND
THE SOCIETE DES AGRICULTEURS DE FRANCE, OF WHICH HE WAS ONE OF THE FOUNDERS.

THE DOMAINE SAT ON A VERITABLE TREASURE, WHICH AT THE TIME, WAS NOT RECOGNISED FOR ITS INHERENT VALUE. MUSIGNY,
BONNES MARES, CHAMBOLLE-MUSIGNY 1ER CRU LES AMOUREUSES'..IN TOTAL, 12 HECTARES OF MAGNIFICENT TERROIR,
PLANTED WITH PINOT NOIR IN THE COTE DE NUITS AND COTE DE BEAUNE. THOUGH TODAY THESE PARCELS MAKE WINE LOVERS
(AND WINEMAKERS) SWOON, THEY WERE SOLD OFF AS AND WHEN THE FAMILY'S FINANCIAL SITUATION DICTATED. ‘AT THE TIME,’
NOTES ETIENNE DE MONTILLE, IT WAS MORE COMMON TO SELL VINES THAN FIELDS, AS FIELDS WERE MORE PROFITABLE.' LITTLE
BY LITTLE, THE ANCESTORS CHIPPED AWAY AT THE DOMAINE. IN BURGUNDY, THERE IS A SAYING: IT ONLY TAKES ONE GENERATION
TO UNDO THE WORK OF MANY.... WHEN HUBERT DECIDED TO STOP THIS EROSION, THE FAMILY DOMAINE HAD BEEN REDUCED TO
ITS SMALLEST SIZE OF BARELY 3 HECTARES, COMPOSED OF VARIOUS PARCELS OF VOLNAY 1ER CRU.

THE FAMILY TRADITION DEMANDED THAT THE MEN SHOULD EMBRACE A CAREER IN LAW, THEN THE ARRIVAL OF HUBERT DE
MONTILLE MARKED A TURNING OF THE PAGE. GRANTED, HE BECAME A LAWYER LIKE HIS FATHER, BUT HE LIVED A DOUBLE LIFE
BETWEEN VOLNAY AND DIJON, BETWEEN THE VINES AND THE COURT. TODAY THERE IS STILL FIRE IN HIS EYES WHEN HE SPEAKS
OF HIS CAREER AS A WINEGROWER. THIS PIONEERING AND PASSIONATE MAN HAS ENGRAVED EACH VINTAGE IN HIS MEMORY.
BEGINNING WITH HIS FIRST HARVEST IN 1947, HE BROKE WITH THE CUSTOM OF SELLING WINE TO NEGOCIANTS. HUBERT DE
MONTILLE WAS ONE OF THE FIRST TO BELIEVE IN THE FUTURE OF THE BOTTLE. THIS NEW IN-HOUSE STRATEGY PLAYED AN
IMPORTANT ROLE IN THE FUTURE OF THE DOMAINE. WHEN YOU SELL YOUR WINE IN BOTTLES, AND NOT IN BULK, THE APPROACH
IS COMPLETELY DIFFERENT, EXPLAINS ETIENNE.

THE 1950'S SAW THE BIRTH OF A NEW TYPE OF VITICULTURE. THE DOMAINE HUBERT DE MONTILLE MADE ITS MARK THROUGHOUT
BURGUNDY. ‘MY FATHER IS A MAN OF CHARACTER AND TASTE. HE VERY QUICKLY UNDERSTOOD THAT WHAT HE WANTED TO DO
WAS TO MAKE WINES THAT HE LOVED, NOT NECESSARILY WINES THAT WOULD SELL EASILY, REMARKS ETIENNE. 'HIS WINES ARE
NOT TECHNICAL OR ROUND. ON THE CONTRARY, THEY ARE AUTHENTIC AND IMPROVE WITH TIME, EVEN IF, ON OCCASION, THEY
CAN SEEM PRETENTIOUS IN THEIR FIRST FLUSH OF YOUTH.' THE WINES OF HUBERT DE MONTILLE HAVE PERSONALITY.

IT IS THIS RADICALLY DIFFERENT APPROACH THAT PROPELLED THE DOMAINE TO NESTLE AMONGST THE GREAT DOMAINES OF
BURGUNDY. AT A POINT WHEN 90% OF THE REGION'S WINES WERE SOLD TO NEGOCIANTS, WHO MADES WINES THAT COULD BE
DESCRIBED AS STYLISTICALLY STANDARDIZED, THE 'LITTLE' DOMAINS BEGAN TO MAKE WINE THAT WAS RADICALLY DIFFERENT.
THEIR IDEA WAS TO REVITALIZE THIS VERY PARTICULAR BURGUNDIAN NOTION CALLED TERROIR.' EACH APPELLATION, EACH
'CLIMAT' (A SMALL PARCEL OF LAND, SOMETIMES EVEN SMALLER THAN AN APPELLATION), THAT THE MONKS CLASSIFIED AND
CULTIVATED FOR OVER A MILLENNIA, GIVES A WINE ITS DISTINCT PERSONALITY. ETIENNE EXPLAINS, ABOVE ALL MY FATHER
LOOKED TO RESPECT THE AUTHENTICITY OF EACH OF HIS TERROIRS BY MAKING WINES OF MODERATE ALCOHOL, ELEGANCE,
AND REFINED AROMATIC PURITY.'

ETIENNE AND ALIX DE MONTILLE LEARNED ABOUT VITICULTURE FROM AN EARLY AGE. BUT HUBERT NEVER WOULD HAVE PASSED
HIS CHILDREN THE BATON WITHOUT THEM FIRST LEARNING ‘A REAL PROFESSION'. AND, WHILE THE CHILDREN FOLLOWED IN THE
FAMILY FOOTSTEPS BY ORIENTING THEMSELVES TOWARDS LEGAL CAREERS, THE INEVITABLE RETURN TO THE VINE CAME
QUICKLY.

IN 1983, AFTER A YEAR IN THE USA, ETIENNE STARTED WORKING AT THE DOMAINE. HE LEARNED FROM HIS FATHER AND
THROUGH HIS OENOLOGY STUDIES UNTIL 1990, WHEN HE TOOK OVER THE VINIFICATIONS. IN 1995, HE BECAME CO-MANAGER AND
BEGAN TO MOVE THE DOMAINE TOWARDS ORGANIC FARMING. HE ALSO STARTED TO ADAPT THE VINIFICATIONS TO HIS OWN WAY
OF THINKING.

IN 2001, HE RETURNED FULL-TIME TO BURGUNDIAN SOIL TO DEVOTE HIMSELF TO THE DOMAINE AND THE CHATEAU DE
PULIGNY-MONTRACHET. HE TOOK FULL CONTROL AND ASSERTED HIS STYLE AND PHILOSOPHY: BIODYNAMIC FARMING, WHOLE
CLUSTER FERMENTATION TO ADD AROMATICS AND SILKIER WINES WITH LESS AUSTERITY. ALL THE WHILE, HE REMAINED TRUE TO
THE VISION HE LEARNED BY HIS FATHER'S SIDE: AUTHENTICITY, PURITY, ELEGANCE AND BALANCE.

IN 2003, ALIX ALSO RETURNED TO HER CHILDHOOD LOVE, VOLNAY. SHE AND ETIENNE CREATED 'DEUX MONTILLE SEUR-FRERE, A
NEGOCIANT HOUSE DEVOTED PRIMARILY TO WHITE WINES. 'ALL OUR SCEUR-FRERE GRAPES ARE RIGOROUSLY SELECTED,
HARVESTED AND VINIFIED WITH THE SAME KNOW-HOW AND PHILOSOPHY AS OUR DOMAINE GRAPES,' EXPLAINS ALIX. SINCE 2006
SHE HAS TAKEN OVER RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE DOMAINE'S WHITES, NOTABLY THE PRECIOUS PULIGNY-MONTRACHET CAILLERET
PREMIER CRU AND CORTON-CHARLEMAGNE GRAND CRU. WITH ETIENNE WATCHING OVER THE REDS AND ALIX THE WHITES, THE
FAMILY HISTORY WILL CONTINUE.

IN 2003, ETIENNE BEGAN TO ENLARGE THE DOMAINE WITH EXCEPTIONAL VINEYARDS AND THEN IN 2005 BROUGHT BACK INTO
THE FOLD SOME CLOS VOUGEOT FROM THE COTE DE NUITS AND A PARCEL JUST NEXT TO LA TACHE IN VOSNE-ROMANEE 'LES
MALCONSORTS.'IN 2011, THE DOMAINE COUNTED 20 HECTARES OF VINES, OF WHICH 75% WERE PREMIERS OR GRANDS CRUS
FROM BOTH COTES.

DOMAINE DE MONTILLE IS KNOWN TO CRAFT WINES WITH GREAT AROMATIC PURITY, ALWAYS FAVORING BALANCE AND ELEGANCE
OVER POWER AND EXTRACTION. THE WINES ARE CLASSIC EXPRESSIONS OF BURGUNDY, PRODUCED IN THE MOST NATURAL WAY
POSSIBLE AND POSSESSING AN IMPRESSIVE ABILITY TO AGE, AS THE FAMILY BELIEVES ONLY TIME CAN REVEAL THE TRUE
POTENTIAL OF THE GREATEST WINES.

THE DOMAINE'S CURRENT STYLE REMAINS FAITHFUL TO HUBERT'S NATURAL AND IDEALISTIC APPROACH, WHICH DEMANDED
CONSIDERABLE PATIENCE WHILE WAITING FOR APPROPRIATE DRINKING WINDOWS FOR CERTAIN VINTAGES. ETIENNE, HOWEVER,
HAS TAKEN UP THE TASK TO BRING GREATER AROMATIC EXPRESSION AND SILKIER AND MORE UNCTUOUS TEXTURES TO THE
REDS, ALLOWING THEM TO DRINK EARLIER, WITHOUT COMPROMISING THEIR ABILITY TO AGE.

STYLE PAIRING POWER, TANNIN, ELEGANCE, AND LONGEVITY. PAUILLAC IS THE HOME TO 3 OF THE 5 FIRST GROWTHS; CHATEAU
LAFITE-ROTHSCHILD, CHATEAU LATOUR, AND CHATEAU MOUTON-ROTHSCHILD. CHATEAU MOUTON-ROTHSCHILD IS THE ONLY
WINE TO HAVE BEEN PROMOTED SINCE THE ORIGINAL CLASSIFICATION TOOK PLACE IN 1855. THE ROCKY, GRAVEL SOILS FOUND
IN PAUILLAC ARE PERFECT FOR GRAPE GROWING BECAUSE THEY NATURALLY FORCE THE VINES TO DELVE DEEP INTO THE SOIL,
ALTERNATIVELY SUFFERING, SEEKING AND FINDING NOURISHMENT. THE CHATEAUX LOCATED CLOSEST TO THE RIVER ENJOY A
SLIGHTLY WARMER MICROCLIMATE, WHICH AIDS IN THE MATURITY OF THE GRAPES. THE CHATEAUX WITH THE FINEST TERROIR
ARE LOCATED ON PROPERTIES WITH SLOPES, HIGHER ELEVATIONS AND DEEP GRAVEL THAT ARE NOT FAR FROM THE WATER.

TERROIRS, AT THEIR BEST THEY ARE THE MOST ELEGANT, SENSUOUS, REFINED AND PERFUMED WINES ON THE LEFT BANK.

IN 1987. THE BEST GRAVES AND PESSAC WINES ARE FULL-BODIED, RICH, ELEGANT WINES REDOLENT OF SMOKE, TOBACCO,
CASSIS, DARK CHERRY, LEATHER, TAR AND TRUFFLE FLAVORS WITH THE TEXTURE VELVET.

MERLOT IS KING IN SAINT EMILION, BRINGING A UNIQUE POWER, PLUSHNESS, AND DEPTH TO ITS WINES. CABERNET FRANC PLAYS
A CRUCIAL SUPPORTING ROLE BY ADDING STRUCTURE AND FLORAL AROMAS. ONE CAN DIVIDE THE APPELLATION OF SAINT
EMILION INTO 3 DISTINCT TERROIRS, THE LIMESTONE PLATEAU (COTES), THE SLOPES CLOSEST TO THE PLATEAU AND THE FLATS.
MOST OF THE TOP SAINT EMILION WINE COMES FROM THE CHATEAUX LOCATED ON THE COTES. THE COTES ARE THE LIMESTONE
RICH HILLSIDES THAT SURROUND THE PICTURESQUE ANCIENT VILLAGE OF SAINT EMILION. IN THE GRAVES SECTION OF SAINT
EMILION, ONE FINDS THE EXTRAORDINARY CHATEAU FIGEAC AND CHEVAL BLANC BOTH WITH HIGH PROPORTIONS OF CABERNET
FRANC AND SAUVIGNON CONTRARY TO THE REST OF THE REGION. CHATEAUX FOUND ON THE SANDY FLATS PRODUCE LIGHTER
MORE ELEGANTLY STYLED WINES. DUE TO ITS VAST SIZE, MULTITUDE OF SMALL PRODUCERS (OVER 800), AND DIVERSITY OF
TERROIRS SAINT EMILION OFFERS A WIDE ARRAY OF STYLES BUT BRINGS SOME OF THE MOST PLEASURABLE WINES IN
BORDEAUX.

POMEROL

UNLIKE THE REST OF BORDEAUX, POMEROL HAS NO CLASSIFICATION SYSTEM. IN ITS PLACE, CONSUMER DEMAND AND THE WINE
CRITICS’ PRAISE HAS DRIVEN PRICES UPWARD AND HAS BEEN THE FINAL JUDGE ON QUALITY. POMEROL CAN BE DIVIDED INTO
THREE TERROIRS; THE PLATEAU, THE SLOPES OF THE PLATEAU AND AND THE FLATS BLEOW. IT IS THE TERROIR OF THE
POMEROL PLATEAU IS FILLED WITH DIFFERENT TYPES OF CLAY, GRAVEL AND IRON DEPOSITS IN THE SOIL THAT IS THE REGIONS
APOGEE. THESE CLAY-LADEN SOILS PRODUCE THE RICHEST, DENSEST, MOST OPULENT POMEROL WINES. THE HIGHEST POINT IN
POMEROL IS AT PETRUS, ON WHAT IS KNOWN AS THE HILL OF PETRUS. THERE ARE SEVERAL TYPES OF CLAY IN THE SOILS OF
POMEROL. BUT THE FAMOUS BLUE CLAY OF PETRUS IS CONSIDERED THE BEST TERROIR IN THE APPELLATION. THE BUTTON OR
CIRCLE OF BLUE CLAY RESIDES IN AN INEXACT CIRCLE IN THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF THE POMEROL PLATEAU. THE GRAVEL
AND SAND FOUND IN POMEROL, UNLIKE THE STONES FOUND IN THE MEDOC DOES NOT RUN DEEP BEFORE HITTING CLAY.
